* A young adult advisory group was formulated prior to the study
« Contributed to the research design

» Assisted with development of participant materials

* Engaged in a reflection of study findings

e Considered recommendations based on partner support linked
to the findings.

* Narrative approach with a view to telling a story

» 10 participants aged between 16 to 30 who had been in a
relationship with someone for at least three months and where
cancer treatment was ongoing

« Two Interviews eight weeks apart allowing for different contexts
over time

* Diary keeping for eight weeks

 Thematic analysis.
